Homework and Project Guidelines

New Testament

Bible Reading

· Read the assigned chapters prior to the class.

· In your Bible, mark passages that are meaningful to you.  If you already underline verses, use a new color for this class.

· In your notebook, write down questions, comments, concerns that occur to you as you are reading.

· Check at least 2 cross references from your reading.  Record this with your questions.

· Read the footnotes or study notes from at least 1 chapter.  If your Bible doesn’t have footnotes, try reading a chapter from www.biblegateway.com.  Note anything unusual with your questions and cross references. Make notes on 2 footnotes for each day’s assigned reading.
· Be ready for quizzes on your readings.  
Devotions

· You will be responsible for devotions occasionally throughout the year, dates to be assigned.

· Please base your devotion on the Bible readings for the day.  You may use any format, any verses from that reading, any additional books or resources (including online devotions). 

· Devotions should take 5 – 10 minutes and should include a prayer that you lead.
PROJECTS:
Gospel Magazine Cover – 1st quarter project
· The cover of a magazine is designed so that it tells you a little bit about the articles inside AND entices you to buy it.

· Design a magazine cover that reflects your understanding of Jesus, a cover that would encourage someone to find out more about Christ.
· You must use at least 6 things that come directly from the gospels of Matthew, Mark or Luke.  
· Write a 1 page explanation of your cover.  Cite your Bible references, explain pictures, theme, type of magazine, etc.  Extra credit: Write 1 of the articles from the cover.
· You may use any style of magazine as long as the whole cover makes sense.
· Be prepared to present it to the class and explain the details.

· Due:  
Places in Acts – 2nd quarter project
· The book of Acts tells the history of the early church and includes the names of places important to that history.  Background information about those places makes the details of the events in Acts more complete.
· You will be assigned a city or region that is mentioned in Acts.

· Prepare a 5-10 minute PowerPoint presentation that teaches the class details about your assigned location.

· Include:

· Maps – teach us about important geographical features as well as the location

· Pictures – Can be drawings of your location as it was in Bible times AND photos of current place

· Information about the people, the culture, the customs, government, etc.

· Anything about your location that is pertinent to the readings in Acts or to Christian history.  For example, tradition tells us that the man from Acts 8:26-38 returned to Ethiopia and founded the Coptic branch of the Christian church.

· Due:  Various dates in 2nd quarter.  
My Epistle – 3rd quarter project
· The epistles are letters written to early church groups or individuals.  The aim of an epistle is to encourage, teach, admonish, or guide the recipient.  

· Pick a real friend, family member or acquaintance and write a letter to him or her.  Choose someone who is already Christian or trying to learn more about Christianity.  Do not choose someone who is antagonistic to the faith.
· Pray for the recipient prior to writing.  Pray for guidance, the right words, for your friend to be open, etc.
· Write a letter encouraging your friend in his or her faith.  You may include ideas from other people, Bible verses, quotes, etc. Must include at least 1 Old Testament reference.
· Minimum 1 page, single spaced.  Must include a greeting and a closing or blessing.

· Due:  
20 Questions – 4th quarter project

· Everyone’s relationship to Christ is unique, so the things you find important in the New Testament are also unique.
· Create a test of 20 Questions that reflects the things you learned about the New Testament, the things that you found significant.
· You can use as many styles as you like – multiple choice, true/false, matching, fill in the blank, essay question, etc. – but you must use at least 2 different types of questions.

· Include an answer sheet with the correct answers.

· Cover material from the entire year.

· Due:  
A note: Discussion is vital for this class. Everyone needs to spend time sharing what they have learned, believe, etc. Your grade will be significantly lower than your classmates is you stay silent during class. Find something to say, even if it is just sharing a footnote that your bible happened to have. Share often and become active in the class, otherwise you all will spend lots of time listening to me talk.
