Value: Two test scores

You will choose one of the countries in the Western hemisphere and make a direct comparison to the United States. You will compare the environmental, economic, and political situation of that country, in light of that of the United States.

You will use at least three different sources, and will type up a separate bibliography, which will be due on the day of your presentation.

Details

Power Point presentation:

· 10 – 16 slides

· include a map of your country, complete with country names and capital cities listed

· include at least one picture from the country you choose to compare to the U.S.

Your speech:

· will be more than just you reading the slides to us

· can be on notecards or an outline

· will include a Q & A session at the end

· should follow all good speech guidelines

· 5 – 10 minutes in length

Bibliography:

· should follow formats provided in style guides (see your grammar book)

· must have at least 3 different sources—3 different types of sources

· cannot be solely from the internet

· your geography book would be an additional fourth source

· have printed out on a sheet of paper to give to me

Information to include in speech and/or Power Point

Pick one country to do a direct comparison with the U.S.:

· heads of state, how elections are held (if they are), etc.
· civil liberties of the citizens and who gets such rights
· economic issues: GDP, exports/imports, agricultural facts
· literacy rate, birth and death rates, life expectancy
· education and health care—how? who? etc.
· how is energy created? access to electricity? clean water? sewage systems? etc.
· environmental issues and policies
· immigration
· You must compare the U.S. and the country of your choice on 10 different factors. You may make a chart or use individual slides to accomplish this task.
