Economics

Purpose: The primary purpose of this course is to provide an introduction to economic terms, problems, and issues. Students will examine market generalities, supply and demand, personal finance, macroeconomics, the role of government, the global economy, and other topics.

Learning will take place through a variety of methods, and will follow the standards of the National Council on Economic Education. This course will not provide instruction on individual finances, etc., but it a more social studies-based approach.
