New Testament
Class Description

This class is an overview of the New Testament.  Material for each New Testament book will include the historical context of the writing, background information about the author, issues facing the original readers, major themes in the book, and applications to faith in today’s world.  
Outcomes

Students will:

Hear God’s message to them as it is written in the New Testament.

Understand the major themes and issues addressed in the New Testament.

Know the historical context of each book.

Learn applicable Bible study tools for personal study.

Grow deeper in personal faith through this study.

Required Materials

A study Bible (should have footnotes and cross references; almost any translation is okay)
Bible marker or highlighter

Notebook—can be a journal or traditional (cheap) notebook
Writing material – pens and paper, etc.
Expectations

Arrive on time and be prepared for class.

Turn in assignments on time.

Encourage each other and be respectful.

Be responsible and accountable for your work and behavior.

Guidelines for daily Bible Readings
· Read the assigned passages prior to the class.

· In your Bible, mark passages that are meaningful to you.  If you already underline verses, use a new color for this class.

· In a notebook, write down questions, comments, concerns that occur to you as you are reading.

· Check at least 2 cross references from your reading.  Record this with your questions.

· Read the footnotes or study notes from at least 1 chapter.  If your Bible doesn’t have footnotes, try reading a chapter from www.biblegateway.com.  Note anything unusual with your questions and cross references.

Service Hours
· Service hours are a requirement for graduation from Trinity Lutheran High School; 50 hours per year in attendance are required

· 25 hours are required per semester.

· It is recommended that the hours be divided evenly between service for your home congregation (or school) and service for your community.

· Failure to fulfill the requirements will result in an Incomplete grade for religion for the semester (until the hours are made up).

· Students will fill out forms and hand them into the religion box in the classroom before the end of each semester for credit.

Grading (grades are given on a semester basis):
40% Prep and Participation

Prep – Students are expected to be on time and prepared for class. They are expected to read assigned portions of the New Testament prior to class and note questions, impressions, etc.  Each day’s notes will have AT LEAST two cross references and two footnotes noted and explained/commented on.
Participation – Class discussion will be a large part of the grade.  Students need to demonstrate that they have read the material, can ask pertinent questions, comment on verses they noted in their reading, and the like.  
Quizzes – Expect quizzes on the assigned readings. They are sporadic, but do happen!
Devotions – Students will be assigned devotions on a rotating basis. Each student will lead a five to ten minute devotion at the beginning of class, based on the reading assigned for the day. Yes, the devotion can be from an online source.
Homework – In addition to reading assignments, homework will be given throughout the course and students are expected to have it completed on time.
30% Tests


There will be a major test at the end of each unit (6 – 8 for the year).
20% Projects

One per “quarter”: Gospel magazine cover, Places in Acts PowerPoint, My Epistle, and Twenty questions.
10% Final Test (one per semester)
