Study Sheet for the Final

in World Religions
There are four parts to the test:

Part I: Matching. Look at descriptions and characteristics of various religions and be able to identify the religion. You will have to choose from: Catholicism, Orthodoxy, Protestantism, Judaism, Islam, Hinduism, Buddhism, Jehovah’s Witnesses, Mormonism, and cults/New Age movement (seen as one whole). 1 pt. each.

A sampling of the characteristics you would have to identify:

Abraham and Isaac are important figures

Bible

Caste system

Eightfold Path

etc.


As you can see, some of them will have more than one answer.

Part II: Multiple Choice. Factual questions about any and all of the above listed religions. Some will be repeats from previous tests, most won’t.  1 pt. each.
Part III: Short Answer/Essay.  Prepare to do the following, but you will complete it in class when you take the test. No notes allowed; cannot be completed outside of class.

Answer any three of the following. Start each with a topic sentence, and include 4 – 7 supporting sentences. Show mastery and knowledge of the information.  10 points each.

1. Explain the separation of the original Early Christian Church (as seen in the book of Acts) into the three trunks/branches that exist today.

2. Compare and contrast Buddhism and Hinduism.

3. Explain the birth and growth of Islam.

4. Discuss the basic differences between Western and Eastern religions.

5. Explain the appeal of cults and sects to modern peoples.

Part IV: Personal Reflection.  There is also a personal reflection essay that will be completed during the test. That question will be provided on the test day. No real preparation required.  15 points
